· Deliberately taking something from someone else and keeping it

· Stealing college property worth more than 50p

· Stealing goods worth more than 50p from an employer

· Trespassing somewhere such as a railway line or private garden

· Lying about your age to get into the cinema

· Consuming illegal substances
