	Obedience is...a type of social influence where someone acts in direct response from an order from another person (with more authority)
	“Germans...are different hypothesis is what Milgram wanted to investigate

	40...male American participants were selected for Milgram’s research

	A confederate is...
Someone who is in on the experiment, in this case it was Mr Wallace who was always the learner



	The shocks ranged from...15v to 450v

	300V... is the voltage that all participants went to

	65%...of the participants went to the full 450v

	Milgram concluded...
That the Germans are in fact no different and that we are all capable of blind obedience

	An ethical issue in this experiment is...lack of informed consent – because Milgram deceived his particpants

	Gradual commitment is also known as...the foot in the door technique
	Gradual commitment explains obedience because...people get locked into obedience at small stages and then find it hard to disobey when the requests are greater
	Milgram’s research supports the idea of gradual commitment because...his participants obeyed a 15v shock and because they went up in small (15v) increments the participants found it difficult to disobey further orders
